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GRANT AGREEMENT
This grant agreement is made as of July 31, 2007 by Salesforce.com Foundation, a California nonprofit public benefit corporation (“Grantor”), on behalf of NONPROFIT ORGANIZATION, a nonprofit public organization (“Grantee”), with respect to the following:
A. Grantor has obtained recognition of its tax-exempt status under Section 501(c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code (the “Code”) from the Internal Revenue Service or is registered as a charity in accordance with the laws of the COUNTRY, and is not classified as a private foundation.  The Grantor’s vision is to harness salesforce.com’s people, technology and relationships to improve our communities, inspire youth to be more successful, support the world during times of extreme need, and promote compassionate capitalism.  
B.  In furtherance of its charitable and educational purposes, Grantor now wishes to make a grant to Grantee, in the amount of $XXXXXX and on the terms and conditions in this agreement.
C. Project description: 


Now, therefore, in consideration of the mutual rights and obligations set forth herein, the parties to this agreement hereby agree as follows:

1. This grant will be a twelve month grant pending that the criteria is met to satisfaction as defined below.  

The grant will be paid in DATE, and subject to the following conditions: 
i. Grantee must comply with the reporting requirements in Section 11.

ii. Grantee must provide financial statements to Grantor on a six month basis as described in Section 11.
iii. Grantee must provide copies of Form 990 filed with the IRS or the international equivalent.
2. Grantee shall use the grant solely for the purposes stated in paragraph 1, and Grantee shall repay to Grantor any por​tion of the grant which is not used for those pur​poses.  Grantor must provide Salesforce.com Foundation with an annual budget that shows in detail how the grant funds were disbursed as described in Section 11.
3. With regard to any sub-grantees convenient or necessary to carry out the purposes of the grant, Grantee shall retain full discretion and control over their selection, acting completely independently of Grantor.  There is no agreement, written or oral, by which Grantor may cause Grantee to choose any particular sub-grantee.  

4. The grant is not earmarked to be used in any attempt to influence legislation within the meaning of Internal Revenue Code Section 501(c)(3) or international equivalent.
5. Grantee shall not use any portion of the grant to participate or intervene in any political campaign on behalf of or in opposition to any candidate for public office, to induce or encourage violations of law or public policy, to cause any improper private benefit to occur, nor to take any other action inconsistent with Section 501(c)(3) of the Code or international equivalent.

6. Grantee shall notify Grantor immediately of any change in (a) Grantee’s tax-exempt status,   (b) Grantee’s executive staff or key staff responsible for achieving the grant purposes, or (c) any significant change in the financial position of the Grantee.

7. Grantee shall make any publications, studies, projects or research provided by the grant available to the public in accordance with such reasonable requirements or procedures as may be established by Grantor from time to time. 

8. Grantee hereby irrevocably and unconditionally agrees, to the fullest extent permitted by law, to defend, indemnify and hold harmless Grantor, its officers, directors, trustees, employees, and agents, from and against any and all claims, liabilities, losses, and expenses (including reasonable attorneys' fees), directly or indirectly, wholly or partially, arising from or in connection with any act or omission of Grantee, its officers, directors, employees, or agents, in applying for or accepting the grant, in expending or applying the proceeds of the grant, or in carrying out the program(s) or project(s) to be funded or financed by the grant, except to the extent that such claims, liabilities, losses, or expenses were caused by any act or omission of Grantor, its officers, directors, trustees, employees, or agents.

9. In the event that Grantee violates or fails to carry out any provision of this agreement, including, without limitation, failure to submit any reports when due or to Grantor’s satisfaction, Grantor may, in addition to any other legal remedies it may have, refuse to make any future grants or installment payments of this grant to Grantee, and Grantor may demand the immediate return of all or any unexpended portion of the equipment, and Grantee shall immediately comply therewith.

10. This agreement supersedes any prior oral or written understandings or communications between the parties and constitutes the entire agreement of the parties with respect to the subject matter hereof.  This agreement may not be amended or modified except in a writing signed by both parties hereto.
11. Reporting and other requirements of this grant are as follows (Note: payment is contingent upon meeting these requirements satisfactorily):

Reporting Requirements 
i. Financial reporting – 

1. Audited financial statements to be received by Grantor by DATE. 

2. Most recent IRS Form 990 to be received by Grantor by DATE.
3. A budget vs. actual report that reflects all expenses for this program and shows how the grant funds were disbursed to be provided on a six month basis. 
ii. Program reporting –

1. Grantee must make Grantor aware of any changes or revisions to the proposed project and the information set forth in the application document(s).  Grantees must provide any updated reports or financial statements that they receive.
2. A narrative of the progress and impact of the program to be received every six months.  The narrative should be between 1,500 and 2,000 words in length.  The narrative should include: 

a) Successes and impacts of the program.

b) Opportunities for improvement or requested changes to the program.

c) Upcoming milestones and perceived ability to meet them.
12. Ongoing evaluation of programs:

Grantor may be developing a tool to evaluate the success of these programs on an ongoing basis.  We would ask that the grantee organization participate in any additional evaluation programs on an ongoing basis to ensure quality results.  We would also request that if the Grantee organization itself undertakes any evaluation programs after completion of the project that they copy Grantor on the findings.
